The main objective of the Action is to increase and conso-
lidate knowledge of the ongoing process of institutional, 
structural, and procedural reforms of the United Nations hu-
man rights system, so as to recommend standpoints for the 
European Union in this process working towards strengthe-
ning the protection of human rights world-wide. The United 
Nations is involved in the promotion of human rights in a 
number of areas, particularly through the Offi  ce of the High 
Commissioner on Human Rights and the newly established 
Human Rights Council. The European Union has great in-
terest in the outcome of the reforms underway in both of 
these central institutions. These include the building up of a 
totally new institution of universal periodic review and the 
ambitious reform of the human rights treaty bodies system. 
However, the new political power balance in the Council and 
the existing dangers to a fundamental reform of the treaty 
body system pose far-reaching challenges to the role of and

answers to these challenges shall be elaborated.

European Master’s Programme in Human Rights and 
Democratisation (E.MA)

The European Master‘s Programme in Human Rights and 
Democratisation (E.MA) is an intensive one-year academic 
programme to educate professionals in the fi eld of human 
rights and democratisation. The programme aims to educate 
and train experts in the fi eld of human rights and democra-
tisation and to prepare them for their future assignments in 
international organisations (EU, UNO, OSCE and NGOs). Du-
ring the fi rst semester, students attend a comprehensive in-
troduction into the historical, philosophical, anthropological, 
political and legal foundations of the inter¬national human 
rights regime at the faculty in Venice. The winter semester 
ends with a fi eld trip to Kosovo. During the summer seme-
ster, students are at one of the 41 participating partner uni-
versities in the EU, where they attend seminars and work on 
their thesis. Prof. Nowak represents the University of Vienna 
in the various bodies of EMA. 

FRALEX

With FRALEX, which replaced the European Union Network 
of Independent Experts on Fundamental Rights, at the end of 
2007 the European Fundamental Rights Agency established 
a group of leading human rights experts which is tasked to 
develop reports and studies on the human rights situation 
in each EU member State. Prof. Nowak is a member of this 
group as a Senior Expert/International Expert.

Agenda for Human Rights

The Agenda for Human Rights is an initiative of the Swiss 
Government to mark the 60th anniversary of the Universal 
Declaration on Human Rights. The Agenda was developed 
by a Panel of Eminent Persons and its Main Report and Re-
commendations were drafted by Manfred Nowak, the Panel’s 
Rapporteur. The Agenda sets out contemporary challenges 
to the enjoyment of human rights and human dignity as per-
ceived by the Panel and makes recommendations to address 
these challenges. A research programme which engages 
with multiple institutions around the world is supported by 
the Agenda, encouraging further research into some of the 
key contemporary human rights challenges raised.

Vienna Christian Islamic Summer University

Between 4 and 24 July 2010, the second “Vienna Internatio-
nal Christian-Islamic Summer University (VICISU)” took place 
in the Benedictine Abbey of Altenburg, Lower Austria. The 
Summer University is a spin-off  of a perennial research pro-
ject entitled “Vienna International Christian-Islamic Round 
Table (VICIRoTa)” to which Professor Irmgard Marboe has 
contributed between 2000 and 2008. 

The Summer University was funded mainly by the Austrian 
Federal Ministry of Science and Research. Furthermore, the 
Austrian Cooperation Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Dreikö-
nigsaktion, the City of Vienna, the Province of Lower Austria, 
the Indonesian Foreign Ministry, the University of Vienna and 
some private sponsors also helped with fi nancial support. 
The Summer University was administered as a “§ 27-project” 
at the Section for International Law and International Rela-
tions of the Department of European Law, International Law 
and Comparative Law of the Faculty of Law. Prof. Irmgard 
Marboe was the director. 

The success of the fi rst VICISU that took place in July 2008, 
allowed for setting up the second VICISU with even more 
participants amounting up to 43 students, 11 professors 
and 7 tutors from Australia, Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, 
Cameroon, Germany, Indonesia, Iran, Israel, Kazakhstan, Ko-
sovo, Malaysia, Morocco, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, Turkey, the 
United Kingdom and the United States of America. 

The second Vienna International Christian-Islamic Summer 
University was based on three pillars, namely Christian Theo-
logy, Islamic Theology and Law. In “Introduction to Christiani-
ty”, Ingeborg Gabriel, professor of Social Ethics at the Faculty 
of Catholic Theology of the University of Religions and Geries 
Khoury, from the AL-Liqua Center Jerusalem, gave an intro-
duction into the foundations of Christian theology and the 
importance of dialogue from the Christian perspective. In “In-
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troduction to Islam”, Mualla Selçuk from the Ankara Universi-
ty Faculty of Divinity explained the basics of Islamic theology 
in a contemporary context. In “Human Rights and Internatio-
nal Law in the Context of Religion“, Irmgard Marboe, profes-
sor of international law at the University of Vienna gave an 
introduction into the basic concepts of international law and 
the importance of international human rights instruments. 

On the basis of these three introductory courses, more spe-
cialized topics followed. Javaid Rehman, professor of Interna-
tional Law and dean at the Law Faculty of Brunel University 
(London, UK) concentrated on human rights of minorities. 
Angelika Walser (University of Vienna, Austria), Sarah Swick 
(Dar al Hekma College, Jeddah, Saudi Arabia) and Judith Alb-
recht (Berlin, Germany) dealt with gender issues from the 
Christian and the Muslim perspectives, the latter two empha-

sizing also the importance of anthropological and sociologi-
cal approaches. Joseph Okalla, a catholic priest and theologi-
an (Université Catholique Yaoundé, Cameroon) dedicated his 
course to the issue of social rights and social justice. Fatimah 
Husein, professor of theology and philosophy at the State Is-
lamic University Yogyakarta (Indonesia), focused on issues of 
religious pluralism and based her lecture, amongst others, on 
the “The Dialogue Decalogue” by Leonard Swidler (Journal of 
Ecumenical Studies – JES, 1984 – Revised 2003). Courses on 
“Religion and the State” (Irmgard Marboe, University of Vien-
na) and “Islamic Law – Selected Topics” (Mathias Rohe, Uni-
versity of Erlangen, Germany) dealt with legal aspects of reli-
gious and cultural pluralism within the legal order of States. 

In contrast to other dialogue initiatives, the participants sta-

yed and lived together and not only exchanged theoretical 
ideas but also had to live them in practice. Excursions to Vi-
enna and Melk as well as receptions hosted by the Abbey 
of Altenburg and the mayor of Vienna completed the pro-
gramme. In 2012, the Summer University is supposed to take 
place again, provided that the Austrian Ministry for Science 
and Research will again ensure its fi nancial support.

National Point of Contact for Space Law Austria

In November 2008 the “National Point of Contact for Space 
Law Austria” was set up at the Faculty of Law of the University 
of Vienna with the fi nancial support of the Federal Ministry 
of Transport, Innovation and Technology and is coordinated 
by Prof. Irmgard Marboe. The project is intended to establish 
a research and teaching focus of international space law in 

Austria and maintain regular contacts with the European 
Centre for Space Law (ECSL) and the European Space Agency 
(ESA). Between 2001 and 2008 this point of contact was situ-
ated at the University of Graz (Prof. Christian Brünner). 

The project is aimed at enhancing research and teaching ac-
tivities as well as increasing public awareness about topical 
issues of space law. As regards the courses at the University 
of Vienna, interested students can participate in an introduc-
tory course and in a more specialized course. The courses 
“General Legal Framework of the Use of Outer Space Tech-
nology” and “Special Legal Issues of the Use of Outer Space 
Activities” are part of the Elective Fields of Specialization of 
“Law of International Relations” and of “Law of Technology”. 
The project allows for invitations of a guest lecturer. Study 
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trips to the United Nations Offi  ce for Outer Space Aff airs as 
well as to the European Space Policy Institute provide stu-
dents with insights into practice. 

In the fi eld of research, Prof. Marboe contributes to the “Colo-
gne Commentary on Space Law”. Furthermore, Prof. Marboe’s 
publications dealt with national implementation mecha-
nisms of international space law as well as with the European 
dimension (see publication list). Beyond that, she collabora-
ted in the “Yearbook of Space Policy“ of 2008/2009 edited by 
the European Space Policy Institute. 

With regard to enhancing public awareness about space law 
issues, the NPOC Space Law Austria published the “Space 
Law Newsletter” No 9 (2009) and No 10 (2010). The relaunch 
of the homepage www.spacelaw.at must also be mentioned.

On 26 and 27 November 2009, a public event on “The Nati-
onal Point of Contact Space Law Austria” took place at the 
Faculty of Law. At the outset, Prof. Christian Brünner and Prof. 
Irmgard Marboe presented the NPOC Austria and its newly 
designed homepage. Subsequently, Peter Hulsroj, the Direc-
tor of Legal Aff airs and External Relations at the European 
Space Agency in Paris, held a keynote speech on “Internatio-
nal Cooperation in Outer Space from the European Perspec-
tive”. On the following day, 27 November 2009, an Expert Talk 
was organized to deal with the issue of “A National Space Law 
for Austria?”. Under the chairmanship of Prof. Christian Brün-
ner (University of Graz), Prof. Irmgard Marboe (University of 
Vienna), Peter Hulsroj (ESA), Matxalen Sánchez Aranzamendi 
(ESPI), Florian Hafner (University of Vienna) and Boris Levt-
chev (University of Salzburg) analyzed “The necessity and si-
gnifi cance of national space legislation”. The following Round 
Table on “A National Space Law for Austria” was chaired by 
Kai-Uwe Schrogl (ESPI) and culminated in a lively discussion 

on the draft of a new Austrian Space Law worked out by Prof. 
Marboe and Prof. Stadlmeier.

August Reinisch, Christina Knahr

International Investment Law in the Practice of International 
Arbitration

Over the past ten years investment arbitration under the aus-
pices of the International Centre for Settlement of Investment 
Disputes (ICSID) as well as ad hoc arbitration and arbitration 
under the UNCITRAL Rules has increased considerably. The 
practice of investment tribunals has signifi cantly shaped the 
substantive investment law.

This project systematically analyzes the existing case law 
according to the following main topics: admission require-
ments, standards of protection (fair and equitable treatment, 
full protection and security, national treatment, most-favor-
ed-nation treatment, arbitrary and discriminatory measures), 
expropriation and the standards of compensation for expro-
priation. The research focuses on the actual application of 
the investment standards found in Bilateral Investment Trea-
ties (BITs) and other international investment agreements by 
investment tribunals. A thorough analysis of arbitral decisi-
ons and awards is being conducted in order to determine the 
actual content of international investment law. 

Further, an important aspect of the project is knowledge-
transfer. Prof. Reinisch and Dr. Knahr regularly attend national 
and international conferences on investment arbitration and 
give presentations on topical issues in the fi eld. In 2009/2010 
Prof. Reinisch spoke, among others, at the Conference “50 
Years of Bilateral Investment Treaties” in Frankfurt, at the In-
vestment Treaty Forum Conference of the British Institute 
of International and Comparative Law in London and at the 
ILA Conference in Den Haag. Dr. Knahr gave presentations 
at the Conference “International Investment Treaty Law and 
Arbitration: Evolution and Revolution in Substance and Pro-
cedure” in Sydney und at the 2nd Biennial Conference of the 
Society of International Economic Law in Barcelona.

The results of the research undertaken during the project 
are intended to be assembled in a book. Due to its planned 
structure as a commentary, it will provide easily accessible 
information and reference to the scholarly community and 
practicing lawyers, counsels and arbitrators alike. At the same 
time, it will explain the broader international law background 
of many decisions, analyze the doctrinal background of their 
reasoning and discuss the implications of the way how in-
vestment standards have been interpreted.

International Law in Domestic Courts

International law is increasingly gaining importance in a glo-
balised world. Consequently, domestic courts have to deal 
with a rising number of cases relating to, inter alia, the relati-
onship between international law and domestic law in gene-
ral, the determination of the legal status of foreign States in 
the domestic context or the analysis of acts of foreign States 
violating international law. The use of international law be-
fore domestic courts is an important factor in determining 
the eff ectiveness of norms of international law. Thus, more 
and more practitioners as well as academics also refer to do-
mestic court judgments.

The project “International Law in Domestic Courts“ (ILDC) 
acknowledges this development. It comprises carefully an-
notated domestic cases relating to international law. The 
(English) presentation in the database notably contains key 
words, facts, the court’s holding as well as short case com-
mentaries, in order to eff ectively improve individual research 
requests.

On the international level, the project forms part of a compre-
hensive research co¬operation, including academics from 
Washington, D.C., Amsterdam, Pretoria, Tel Aviv and Vienna 
as well as other renowned universities in order to assure top 
academic quality and the inclusion of the highest number of 
jurisdictions possible. This approach equally facilitates the 
comparative analysis of the reception of international law 
in domestic legal orders. In addition to the ongoing case re-

porting and –reviewing, foreign students participating in the 
LL.M.-Programmes “International Legal Studies” were also in-
creasingly involved in the project work to identify and report 
cases from their respective jurisdictions.

The academic results of the international conference entitled 
“Challenging Acts of International Organizations before Na-
tional Courts“ at the Vienna Law Faculty of September 2009 
were edited by Prof. August Reinisch and are being published 
with Oxford University Press. In addition, this book is the fi nal 
publication of the project. A follow-up project building on 
the results of the current one has already been approved by 
the Austrian Science Fund and will be commence by October 
2010.

CARE – Citizens Consular Assistance Regulation in Europe, 
(Funded by the European Commission. Directorate Gene-

ral Justice, Freedom and Security, now: Directorate Justice), 
http.//www.careproject.eu; project duration: 1 February 
2008-30 September 2010

According to Article 23 TFEU every citizen has the right to 
protection by the diplomatic or consular authorities of any 
Member State, on the same conditions as the nationals of 
that State, if the Member State of which he is a national is not 
represented.

This project investigated consular laws and practices that the 
EU Member States provided to their citizens and to citizens 
of other Member States. 27 individual country reports have 
been issued by national experts in the fi eld. Those reports 
were summarized in a fi nal report and formed the basis for 
thorough scientifi c evaluation in workshops. A database con-
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taining all relevant documentation (legislation, practice, case 
law, working documents) was set up. The results of the pro-
ject, especially the results of the workshops, will be published 
in book form. The fi nal report on the consular framework in 

Telders International Law Moot Court 22-24 April 2010

The Section of Public International Law and International Re-
lations took part in the 33rd Telders International Law Moot 
Court Competition with a team consisting of Richard Davies, 
Phillip Hödl, Joachim Leitner and Stephanie Raab. 

The team, coached by Dr. Alexander Breitegger and Dr. Luca 

Schicho, came third in the overall ranking out of 40 participa-
ting teams from all over Europe. Applicants and Respondents 
came second in the written, and oral ranking, respectively. 
In addition, Respondents achieved third place in the written 
ranking, and Richard Davies was given the Best Oralist Award. 
This last award has been taken by a member of the Vienna 
University Team for the third time in a row. 

The successful participation in the Telders International Law 
Moot Court Competition was the product of extraordinarily 
hard work; preparations for the fi nal rounds had been on-
going since October 2009 so that the competitors fi nally de-
voted almost all their time to this project.

Every year, a hypothetical case forms the basis for a discus-
sion of timely and controversial questions of international 
law on a high level. This year’s case involved piracy, the proli-
feration of WMD, human rights and consular law.

Jean Pictet Competition – International Humanitarian 

Law, Quebec (Canada), March 20-27 2010

For the fourth time in a row, the Faculty of Law of the Vienna 
University has been represented at the Jean Pictet Compe-
tition on International Humanitarian Law. The 22nd edition 
of this Competition took place in Orford (Quebec, Canada). 
This Competition is organised each year by the International 
Committee of the Red Cross and funded by several National 
Red Cross Societies as well as by the Swiss Ministry of Foreign 
Aff airs. In 2010, 48 teams from Universities from all over the 
world participated in the Jean Pictet Competition in English 
and French. The Viennese Team, consisting of Mag. Sebastian 
Grubelnig, Julia Schtulman und Victoria Pernt, managed to 
qualify for the Competition by mastering the threefold ap-
plication procedure, where they had to analyse up to date is-
sues of IHL and argue from diff erent perspectives. This year´s 
main topics were current challenges of IHL, such as the role 
of non-state actors in armed confl icts. In addition to compe-
ting, where the students had to undergo many tests and role 

Europe, the book and the database supported the European 
Commission in their evaluation of the consular framework of 
the Member States, and in future political and legal initiatives 
which may be necessary.

During the academic year, 529 Diploma Exams in 
Interna¬tio¬nal Law as well as numerous Exams and Theses 
in European Law were administered by members of the Sec-
tion for International Law and International Relations of the 
Department for European, International and Comparative 

Law. 12 students received the certifi cate of the Elective Field 
of Specialization “Law of International Relations“, organized 
by the Section for International Law and International Rela-
tions.
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Three members of the section (Prof. Gerhard Hafner, Prof. 
Irmgard Marboe und Prof. Erich Schweighofer) act as Eras-
mus-coordinators. They are responsible for more than 100 
exchange places of the European student exchange pro-
gram, thus for most of the places of the Faculty. Therefore, 
the Section for International Law coordinates the annual 
Erasmus selection procedure for the entire Vienna Faculty of 
Law.

The Section has created a homepage for the Erasmus-pro-
gram (http://public.univie.ac.at/index.php?id=13401/) which 
is updated regularly.

The support service of the Erasmus-program includes infor-
mation about student exchange possibilities both at public 
events and in personal consultations, the elaboration and 
signature of the “learning agreement” including subsequent 
changes and adaptations, as well as guidance and supervisi-
on of the procedure of recognition upon return, which inclu-
des writing certifi cates of recognition for diploma seminars. 

The Erasmus-coordinators act also as contact persons for in-
coming students from abroad, in particular as regards advice 
and support with the “learning agreement“.

In December 2009, an information event took place in the 
building of the Faculty of Law which was attended by more 
than 250 students. There is relatively great interest in stu-
dying abroad, but in comparison to the overall number of 
students at the Vienna Faculty of Law, there is still space for 
further development. Many students are concerned about

a prolongation of their studies. Also the fi nancial burden is 
considerable as Erasmus-grants do not cover the additional 
costs of studying abroad.

In February/March 2010, the section organized the Erasmus 
selection procedure of the Faculty of Law for the academic 

year 2010/2011 with 146 candidates applied. After the re-
ceipt of written applications, oral hearings took place at the 
beginning of March. The diff erent programs in the academic 
year 2009/2010 are presented in further detail below:

The framework of the Erasmus-program of Prof. Marboe 
consists of contracts with 50 universities off ering 127 places 
for Erasmus students. As the 51st University, the University 
of Zagreb, Croatia was welcomed this year. From 2010/2011 
onwards, 2 places will be off ered. In the academic year 
2010/2011, 89 students were nominated to study abroad for 
one semester or for one year. 

In the academic year 2009/2010, 84 students from partner 
universities abroad came to study at the Vienna Faculty of 
Law. During the same period, 91 students were nominated 
within the program of Prof. Marboe to study abroad. The fol-
lowing table presents the numbers of “Outgoings”: (the fi gure 
after the slash indicating the number of available places):

In his capacity as National Director, Professor Nowak repre-
sents the University of 

Vienna at the “European Master’s Programme in Human 
Rights and Democratisation” (EMA). Every year, 90 students 
from EU Member States and other countries take part in the 
two semester program.  The fi rst semester is taught in Venice, 
Italy; during the second semester, the students stay at one of 
the 41 partner universities in order to write their master the-
sis. In the 2009 summer term, Professor Nowak supervised 
four EMA students from Poland, Greece, United Kingdom, 
and Belgium.

The Centre for Computers and Law organizes the ERASMUS 
student exchange program “Prof. Schweighofer” (formerly: 
Computers and Law) with 11 international university part-
ners. Exchange is carried out in all legal disciplines, the ma-
jority occurs in legal informatics, international law, European 
law, comparative law and legal theory. Students who incor-
porate legal informatics (legal information systems, legal au-
tomation, IT law) in their studies are prioritized. 

In the 2009 winter term and the 2010 summer term, 9 Vi-
ennese students travelled abroad and 11 foreign students 
came to Vienna.

A successful teaching staff  exchange was held with the Uni-
versity of Namur (Prof. Queck: course “Telecommunication 
Law”) in Vienna (in German).
